Please write your text in good English (American or British usage is accepted, not a mixture of both).

2. Preparation of the manuscript

2.1. Format and manuscript content
All manuscripts should be submitted electronically in MS-Word 2007 or an earlier version.

Material should be placed in the following order: title, author names, all address of author institutions, abstract, keywords, text, Disclosures, acknowledgments, appendices, nomenclature and references.

2.2. Page setup

Please format your article ready for submission by using this MS-Word template.

2.3. Article structure

a) Title of article: Calibri, Font size 13.

b) Author(s) name: Please indicate the given name and family name clearly. Use Calibri, Font size 11.

c) Organization name and address: Calibri, Font size 9.

d) Abstract: Calibri, Font size 8.5.

e) Keywords: Please provide a maximum of six keywords, Calibri, Font size 8.5.

f) Numbered sections: Please divide your article into clearly defined and numbered sections (1.Introduction, 2.Materials and methods, 3.Results and discussions etc). The abstract, disclosures, acknowledgments, appendices, nomenclature and references are not included in section numbering. Please use Calibri, Font size 11.

g) Subdivision: Calibri, Font size 10. Subsections should be numbered 1.1 (then 1.1.1, 1.1.2, ...), 1.2, etc.

h) Full text: The text should be in double-column format. Please use Calibri, Font size 10. Line spacing is 1.2 pt spaces between each line, 0.2 space points before paragraphs and 6 space points after paragraphs (6pt).
i) Electronic artwork: TIFF (or JPEG): Color or grayscale photographs, keep to a minimum of 300 dpi. All illustrations should be inserted after the citation in the text.

j) Figure captions: Ensure that each illustration has a caption (figure 1). Supply captions separately, not attached to the figure.

k) Tables: Calibri or Times New Roman, Font size 10, Inserted after the citation in the text (table 1).
